	Introduction

Following the Westbourne Annual Parish Assembly on 25 April 2013, where presentations were made by representatives of Chichester District Council and the Chairman of Boxgrove Parish Council on various aspects of producing a Neighbourhood Plan; and a subsequent public meeting held on 2 May 2013, it was agreed to form a Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group and organise this initial meeting.

Richard Hitchcock, Parish Councillor, welcomed all to this first steering group meeting.  e He reminded all present that the Neighbourhood Plan would be a community project, not led by 
the Parish Council, but with the support of the Parish Council.

The Steering Group would have its own bank account with two signatories.  The Parish Council had allocated a sum in the region of £2,000 to the project (left over from the Village Design Statement project some years ago) and Richard Hitchcock will be applying for a grant of up to £7,000.  Also a Steering Group Chairman, Treasurer and Secretary would be elected.

	Designated Area for the Neighbourhood Plan

As the parish boundary is partly in the Chichester District and partly in the National Park, it was noted that the Neighbourhood Plan area needed to be defined.  

Richard Hitchcock agreed to liaise with the Westbourne Parish Council and Chichester District Council to confirm that the parish boundary would include Westbourne, Aldsworth and Woodmancote.  This would then be endorsed by the Parish Council and registered with Chichester District Council.  It was agreed that when this was confirmed, a map of the boundary area would be available to all residents.
